PBIS Standards: Supplemental Information 

1Special Needs/Disabilities Definition for children under 3 years old – Must have 20% delay in any one of 5 developmental areas (motor, cognitive, language, social-emotional, self-help) OR any 3 risk indicators such as low birth weight, prematurity, maternal substance abuse OR demonstrate atypical development or emotional/behavioral problems AND be assessed or evaluated by an interagency, interdisciplinary team and found to be in need of early intervention.

Special Needs/Disabilities Definition for children 3 - 5 years of age - Must have 30% delay in any one of 5 developmental areas (physical, cognitive, communication, social-emotional, adaptive) OR a 25% delay in any two of the developmental domains listed above OR a documented disability in any of the following categories: autistic, behaviorally-emotionally disabled, deaf-blind, hearing impaired, mentally disabled, multi-handicapped, orthopedically impaired, other health impaired, specific learning disabled, speech-language impaired, traumatic brain injured, and visually impaired.

2 Early Intervention Services refers to a group of specific, related services such as multidisciplinary evaluations, child service coordination, speech, physical, or occupational therapy, family training, and early childhood education.  The actual numbers and intensity of services varies tremendously and is based on each child's unique needs as documented in an Individualized Family Service Plan (IFSP).

3 Special education is specifically designed instruction, at no cost to the parent, to meet the unique needs of a child with a disability, including classroom instruction, instruction in physical education, home instruction, instruction in hospitals and institutions, and instruction in other settings.  The actual numbers and intensity of services varies tremendously and is based on each child’s unique needs and current level of performance as documented in an Individualized Education Plan (IEP).

7All child care centers and homes required to be licensed by the North Carolina Division of Child Development.  In addition, other categories of programs are included: religious sponsored programs (GS110s), unlicensed Pre-K programs administered by public schools including Title I programs, More at Four programs and Head Start sponsored programs. 

8 For purposes of calculating an average star rating, NCPC assigns the following  “star ratings” to categories of programs that are not required to be licensed:

· Religious sponsored programs (GS110s) – 1-star rating

· Unlicensed Pre-K programs administered by public schools including Title I programs – 4-star

· More at Four programs – 4-star

· Head Start sponsored programs – 4-star

Any county with 10% of children in religious sponsored programs (GS110s) automatically have the number of children in excess of 10% excluded from the average star rating calculation.

For counties with less than 300 children under five in regulated programs including religious sponsored programs (GS110s), unlicensed Pre-K programs administered by public schools including Title I programs, More at Four programs and Head Start sponsored programs, the percentage of compliance can be calculated for all types of care taken together.

9 Teacher is defined as “teacher” or “leader teacher” based on response to the item on the Workforce Study – “What is the title of your current position in this center?”
